(Staff Writers) Mainstream Water 
Solutions Inc. of Regina, 
Saskatchewan, is pleased to 
announce the completion of the new 
environmentally friendly municipal 
drinking water treatment plant at 
Craik, Saskatchewan.  This ozone-
assisted biofiltration system 
represents Mainstream’s largest 
municipal project to date, and 
provides clean drinking water to this 
environmentally advanced 
community of more than 450 
residents, as well as truck fill supply 
for the 325 residents in the 
surrounding R.M. of Craik No. 222. 
 
The new facility replaces the 
community’s existing treatment 
system, and expands the capacity of 
the plant up to 625m3 (137,000 
imperial gallons) of treated drinking 
water per day.  This now places 
Craik in the position of meeting 
current Saskatchewan drinking water 
quality regulations.   

 
The Town of Craik is a Canadian 
leader in environmental innovation.  
For over twenty years, Mainstream 
has been installing small-scale 
systems for rural residents around 
Craik who were interested in having 
a “green” way to treat their drinking 
water.  As part of the Craik 
Sustainable Living Project, 
Mainstream was contracted in 2004 
to install a small system in the Craik 
Eco-Centre.  This ultimately led to 
the Town’s decision to adopt a full-
scale system for all of Craik.  The 
Saskatchewan Ministry of 
Environment (MOE) issued the 
Permit to Operate on September 7th, 
2009, and the system is now 
operational.        
 
Craik’s Mayor Rick Rogers said, 
“The smaller Mainstream system that 
was installed in our Eco-Centre was 
impressive to the extent that we 
immediately started planning for a 
system for the whole town.” 
 
The features that contributed to the 
selection of the Mainstream system 
included its environmental 
friendliness, (no chemicals are used 
in the system - although regulations 
do require chlorine to be added as a 
final disinfection step), low levels of 
wastewater, simple operation and 
maintenance, low capital and 
ongoing operational costs, and its 
ability to effectively treat Craik’s 
specific water treatment 
requirements.   
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Bruce Hanson, Vice-President of 
Marketing at Mainstream stated, “It is 
very satisfying to have partnered 
with Craik area residents and 
projects during the stages of 
evolution of the Mainstream system 
over the last twenty years, 
culminating in this municipal plant for 
the town.”
